PETERSON’'S WESTERN CAMP-FYRE LOG SET

Log sets add to a room's decore
and create a comfortable ambi-
ence on those chilly Fall and
Winter evenings.

Our Peterson log sets have been
selling well this year with sales
up over 2002. The dealers who
sell these units will have two
things in common: ONE, they
burn a current unit and TWO,
they offer the log set as an add-on
to a sale. Often the dealer will
sell an insert in the family room,
or a direct vent in the basement,
and then offer the log set for
ambience in the living room.

Many people have a living room
where they do not want a gas
unit capable of heating a huge
area, but they do want a great
flame. The Peterson log sets will
do this and you sure can’t beat
their realistic beauty.

This year we have been offering
three log styles — Split Oak,
Charred Northern, and new this
season, the Western Camp-Fyre.
We are continuing to stock the
sets in 18", 24", and 30" sizes. We
also stock the Peterson See-Thru
units in the same three sizes, but
in Split Oak only. Our sales show
that the Split Oak logs are the still
most popular style, but the
Charred Northern and the

Western Camp-Fyre are gaining
in popularity as more and more
dealers are burning them.

The Western Camp-Fyre was
very popular when we first saw it
at last year’s HPBA show in
Anaheim. This set brings you the
realistic look of fresh cut wood
tossed into the fireplace.

When you have a Peterson log set
burning in your showroom, take
advantage of the burn credit
available by sending Northwest
Stoves a photo of the log set in
use. A completely new log set
will have a 100% credit. If a log
set has already been on display,
but you want to upgrade, then
replace the logs and the cost of
the logs will be credited back to
your account.

Accessories are a nice way to add
to your sales, but to sell acces-
sories you must display acces-
sories. Some accessories to con-
sider are cast iron fenders, ceram-
ic pine cones, and wireless
remotes.

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Extended Direct Vent
Lengths

Pacific Energy direct vent
units now have the maximum
vent lengths specified in their
manuals accepted by Chris
Jorgenson of the Gas Safety
Program. Units not on this
list have their vent lengths
limited by Directive 34.3.

Jotul Firelight GF DV 600
Page 12 of the manual incor-
rectly specifies a horizontal
vent run of 12" directly off
the rear of the stove into a
standard horizontal termina-
tion. The GF 600 DV is not
approved for that type of
vent configuration. The GF
600 DV Firelight can vent
horizontally a maximum of
24" only into a 36" snorkel.

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Wood Burning Problem Solving -
Are you Asking These Questions.

Part 2 in a Series, by Reid Harvey

We often receive questions about
wood burning stoves and their
installation. This is the second in
a series outlining some questions
to ask (with answers) to help diag-
nose these situations properly.

Find out more about the chimney:

- What type of chimney is it?

- Is the chimney located inside
or outside the house?

- What are the interior
dimensions of the chimney?

- How tall is the overall
chimney? Above the roof?

With today’s high-tech stoves, the
chimney is the MOST CRITICAL
component of the system. The
chimney is the engine that drives
the car. Itis the heat in the chimney
that creates the draft and makes the
stove work. It is NOT the stove
that makes the chimney work.

Spell Out Objectives

Chimney height and diameter are
crucial. To avoid problems, do
not use a chimney flue with a
cross-sectional area greater than
twice the area of the flue collar on
the appliance. Almost all stoves
today have a 6 inch flue collar.

That is 28.3 square inches of area.
The most common masonry chim-
ney is 8 x 12 O.D., which is approx-
imately 6 x 10 I.D. This works out
to 60 square inches. Technically,
most masonry chimneys would
require the addition of a stainless
liner for an EPA stove to function
at peak performance.

Review these specs with your
customer at the time of the sale,
and you can avoid problems later
on. For more information on
chimneys and the questions listed
above, phone Northwest Stoves
and ask Grant Biech to send you
copies of our Wood Burning and
Troubleshooting Guide.

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HearthStone Homestead
When installing a Homestead
blower, it must be installed
with a rear heat shield, as the
heat shield provides the
ducting that directs the air
forward above the stovetop
and into the room. The
Homestead blower can be
used on a hearth-mount
Homestead as long as the
rear heat shield does not
protrude back into the fire-
place opening (unit is fully
within the room). This
application would not call for
a surround.
